Set the device address using the Maple Armor handheld
programmer FW2411 before connecting the module to
the SLC.

The module can be configured to be an alarm,
supervisory, trouble, or monitor type.

Diagnostic LED

The module features a red diagnostic LED on the front to
provide a visible indication of its status. The LED flashes
in standby conditions and stays steady in event
conditions.

Installation

The FW2811 Input module can be flush mounted to
standard North American 4-inch square boxes. A Maple
Armor plastic surface box is also available.

This device requires electrical power to operate. Since
fires often cause power interruptions, we recommend
consulting your local fire protection specialist for
additional safeguards.

Wiring
Field wiring is to be completed using the screw terminals

on the module. The terminals are suited for 18 to 12 AWG
(0.82 mm2 to 3.31 mm2) wire size.

Testing & Maintenance
